As a discursive study of the representation of Dalit subjecthood in select postcolonial plays
by non-Dalit playwrights, this volume interrogates both the exclusivist praxis of Dalit literary
aesthetics, and the treatment of the marginal within the rhetoric of inclusive and tolerant
nation-building. The author perceives postcolonial Indian drama as a field of broad social
reflection, and resorts to Bhaba’s formulation of the third space of enunciation as philosophy
for deconstructing the fault lines of an essentially multicultural society. The plays foreground
complex facets of Dalit-non Dalit interactions that are a reality within the space of the nation
state. This challenges the assumption of Dalit subalternity as a homogeneous category, and brings to scrutiny

Tagore would write about this in various correspondences and articles to be pub-
lished and speak about at length in lectures about his wishes and activities on various occasions
serving as preludes to the celebrations taking place throughout the year. Most of us are familiar
with such ritualistic welcoming of nature and agrarian activities that define the culture of Visva-Bharati for insiders
and visitors. But for non-Bangla knowing scholars and interested readers a working translation still needs to be
done to bring such writing into public viewing.

The unique personal and loving relationship that Rabindranath Tagore shared with Pras-

antachandra Mahalanobis and his wife Nirmalkumari Mahalanobis (aka Rani) is a well-

known fact for all Tagore enthusiasts. This anthology deals with the English translation of

two travel memoirs penned by Nirmalkumari, namely Kobir Shonge Europey (With the

Poet in Europe) which vividly narrates the seven-month long trip to various countries of

Europe in 1926, and Kobir Shongey Dakshinattey (With the Poet in the South) narrating
the trip to South India and Ceylon (Sri Lanka) in 1928, both published a long time after the death of the Poet
in 1941. It also includes the translation of Pathe O Pather Prante, a collection of sixty letters Rabindranath
wrote to Rani by personally selecting from more than five hundred letters he had written to her, and which was
published from Visva-Bharati in May/June 1938 under the ‘Patradhara’ series. INR 1000

The Last Days of Rabindranath Tagore in Memoirs

Translated from the original Bengali for the first time, these memoirs cover a period of

approximately the last one year of the poet’s life since the time he fell sick in Kalimpong till

his death in Kolkata. When read side by side, they narrate the same story through subjec-

tive perspectives and help us to visualize the physical decline and end of the poet in vivid

details narrated from different points of view. The essentially female gaze, colloquial tone

and details of domestic nitty-gritty written in different styles also enhance the appeal of
the memoirs for the readers. In them we find a different Rabindranath, not the world poet but a homely and
domestic person who in his advanced age loved the company of these women who voluntarily looked after
and served him.

A Poet’s Experiment in Rebuilding Samaj and Nation
Sriniketan’s Rural R econstruction Work, 1922-1960

More than 155 long years have passed since Tagore was born, and nearly nine decades have

elapsed after Sriniketan programme began in 1922, but no detail account exists about the

way the development work proceeded at a time when social decadence was at its height.

The complete story of how Sriniketan’s experiment was carried out remained imperfectly

understood even by the insiders let alone by the outside world. Even many inmates of the

university remain oblivious of the course it took, its extent and depth. ow a poet inspired
people from far and near to participate and work for the development of the villages and how it gradually
evolved is worth recounting. It was not a development work undertaken for the sake of so-called developmental
purposes only. It was based on formulation of values and ideology. The mammoth task had acquired significance
during its own time and is no less important and relevant in the present age when development has become a
mere by-word.
